about humanity. Below are major themes with sub-themes, accompanied by iconic

 1. Love and Relationships 

   - Sub-Themes: Romantic passion, betrayal, friendship, jealousy.   

   - Quote: "Love all, trust a few, do wrong to none." (All's Well That Ends Well, 

Act 1, Scene 1)   

     Life Lesson: Foster genuine connections while protecting yourself; kindness 

and caution lead to healthier relationships.   

   - Quote: "The course of true love never did run smooth." (A Midsummer 

Night's Dream, Act 1, Scene 1)   

     Life Lesson: Expect obstacles in love; perseverance builds stronger bonds. 

 2. Power and Ambition

   - Quote: "All the world's a stage, and all the men and women merely players."

     Life Lesson: Life is transient; make your role meaningful.   

   - Quote: "To be, or not to be: that is the question." (Hamlet, Act 3, Scene 1)   

     Life Lesson: Confront existence and suffering; find purpose amid uncertainty. 

 5. Appearance vs. Reality 

   - Sub-Themes: Deception, disguise, truth vs. illusion.   

   - Quote: "This above all: to thine own self be true." (Hamlet, Act 1, Scene 3)   

     Life Lesson: Authenticity leads to integrity; avoid self-deception.   

   - Quote: "All that glisters is not gold." (The Merchant of Venice, Act 2, Scene 7)
